It profoundly
affects our representations
of nature and of the
universe, which are no
longer seen as immobile or
immutable. Movement is
therefore omnipresent in
modern societies. 
That is why it crystallises
debates and social conflicts
of all kinds. 
This is the background to
the famous Brundtland
report, which introduced
the contemporary principle
of “sustainable
development”. It is difficult
but necessary to reconcile
several objectives:
economic development,
social progress and the
preservation of natural and
cultural heritage. It requires

a systemic and complex
approach, since in a sense
three distinct kinds 
of axiological criteria are
involved: 
performance in the
economic sphere, equity in
the social sphere, ethics in
the environmental sphere. 
IVM’s goal is to escape
from these simplistic
perspectives by bringing
together researchers and
operatives with diverse
“sensibilities” and different
disciplinary approaches, to
address a single question:
modern societies or
societies in the throes 
of modernisation are faced
with a generalisation of
movement—how can and
should they utilise and
manage such movement,
particularly in cities?

Research Centre. From this,
we learn that children 
in this age group mostly
travel on foot, but are
largely taken by car to
extracurricular activities on
Wednesdays. In two out of
three cases, the lift-giver is
the mother, and almost half
of parents say they would
rather do less chauffeuring.

�A survey on the travel
practices of school children
in this age group in five
towns around Paris
(Villejuif, Gentilly, 
Fresnes, l’Haÿ-les-Roses
and Kremlin-Bicêtre) in
partnership with the RATP
transport company and in
consultation with the
Education Service and the
Family Benefits Agency;
and in the Pays d’Apt area
in the Vaucluse. School-
children in the 11-12age
bracket were invited to
record their travel methods
and activities over a three-
day period.

DECEMBER 10-12 IN PARIS
Ian Salomon, Professor in the
Department of Geography at 
the Hebrew University of Jerusalem
and researcher at the Institute 
of Transportation Studies at UC
Davis, is the first guest of the IVM
academic chair.

Using a virtual model of a
complex space, people 
can develop a multisensory
picture of an urban site. 
By experiencing the
itinerary in advance 
and memorizing the virtual
space, they can subsequent-
ly move more easily around
the real sites.

Andreas Schäfer, researcher at
MIT’s Department of Urban Studies
and Planning in Boston, is the guest
of the Chair.
A programme of lectures 
is organised on the topic of
“Mobility and energy
policy”.

SEPTEMBER 28-
OCTOBER 13 IN PARIS
The “Architecture 
on the Move! Cities and
Mobilities” Exhibition is
inaugurated at the Paris
Motor Show. It is the
start of a success story.
It will be translated into
five languages and
produced in four
versions before touring
thousands of kilometres
in 25 cities across
Europe, China, Latin
America and North
Africa.
What will tomorrow’s car
parks, bridges, stations,
offices, shopping centres or
even roundabouts look 
like? By presenting forty 
or so resolutely innovative
schemes based around 
five themes, the exhibition
“Architecture on the 
Move!

MOVEMENT AND MOBILITY IN THE CITY, 
A RIGHT AND A PLEASURE
In a society that is increasingly urban and
connected, mobility is becoming more and
more important, a crucial social, economic
and cultural value.
Mobility has become a generic right (“the
right of rights”) because it determines 

access to the other rights (housing, health,
work, culture, education, leisure...).
The temporal and spatial quality of move-
ment and transport has become a key
variable in urban life, one in which the de-
velopment of the new technologies plays a
major role.

PARTNERSHIP 
AND INTERDISCIPLINARITY
Since its formation, IVM has acted as an
international clearing house for communi-
cation between those who plan, those who
make and those who inhabit the city: 
�tracking urban mobility trends in Europe,
but also in China and Latin America, where
it has opened offices.
�contributing, through partnership and in-
terdisciplinarity, to the development of a
culture of mobility that encompasses both
science and the pleasure of movement in
the city.

A large proportion of its initiatives are de-
veloped with various partners around the
world, municipalities and public institu-
tions, users of the city, community struc-
tures and companies.

OCTOBER 8 IN BELFORT
As a result of the ideas generated
by the night walks, Noctambulle
attracted attention. It offers 
a biodegradable public transport
service for night-time cultural
events and festivities. 
With Noctambulle, the
quality of night-time 
public transport is improved
through a reception centre,
events, Internet terminals...
and by an interface 
between different city
neighbourhoods. A first test
is run during the “Cabin
Night” operation, an
induction evening for the
5000 students in the Belfort
Montbéliard urban area.

OCTOBER 10 ONLINE 
Launch of the IciTzen online game.
This website is devised as a cultural
and educational project on urban
life, behavioural codes and civic
practices in cities on the move. 
Icitzen is a game-based,
interactive multimedia
website, initiated by IVM
and developed by a team of
multimedia artists and
professionals, to teach older
children and teenagers
about behaviour and
cultural and civic codes in
urban travel. It works
through an interactive story
devised by the writer
Ricardo Montserrat, where
the storyline is fed by
contributors’experiences
with a view to 
the establishment of
experimental workshops.
Three test workshops are
organised with the 
Le Chaplin de Mantes-
la-Jolie Cultural Centre 
and the Valdocco
Association in Argenteuil.
The regional Department 
of Cultural Action is 
a partner.

NOVEMBER 3 IN APT 
TransAPT opens its door-
to-door transport
service to solve 
the ongoing problem of
parent-chauffeurs.
The Pays d’Apt Youth-Taxi
service transports children
and teenagers to their
extracurricular activities on
Wednesday and Saturday
afternoons.  

Public workshops for
international and
Chinese experts: The city
workshops bring
together local actors,
professionals and
researchers to discuss
choices and strategies.
NOVEMBER 6 AND 7 IN CHONGQING 
Local authorities in the city
of Chongqing submit an
initial case study to IVM’s
European experts for a
workshop to review the
municipality’s transport plan.
